The Danby Group Announces its IUID Service Bureau Initiative 
Norcross, GA…Today, The Danby Group announced its new initiative to provide its clients with full IUID marking and registering services.  Long a leader in providing integrated IUID software and hardware solutions, the company has now launched its new “service bureau” service to Department of Defense Prime and Sub-Prime contractors. 

With the growing number of contracts coming through the DoD supply chain, many more manufacturers are required to be compliant with the IUID mandate to mark assets and personal property owned by the DoD and purchased by the DoD, with a unique, serialized ID number.  These specifications are outlined in the formidable MIL-STD 130 – “specs that can spook even the most sophisticated of our client base,” says Genie Ragin, President of The Danby Group.
“We began to see that many of our clients who had UID requirements in their DoD-awarded contracts did not have the volume of labels to make an internally developed system pay for itself.  We were constantly asked if we could provide that service for them. It was a natural for us – we are elated to be a one-stop-shop for our defense-supply contractors,” she added. 
According to Rich Bruce, Sales Manager for The Danby Group, “It’s not merely low volume that might keep a supplier from being able to create and register their own UID codes.  We talk to many customers who find themselves with financial constraints, over-loaded employees, and looming shipment deadlines.  Our program gives them a way to grow their DoD supplier business and be instantly compliant.”
The Danby Group launched its new service by immediately signing several established customers as well as several clients new to Danby.  The new service bureau includes marking and labeling using many different techniques and materials.  Per Bruce, “We offer a wide spectrum of materials such as TESA tape, etched metal photo and aluminum plates, as well as the traditional peel and apply labels.  We can also produce preprinted thermal printable labels so that customer can print only their variable info before applying the label to the items.
“Not only is the IUID program complex and challenging as a whole, there is so much detail in just designing and producing the DataMatrix UID code itself – it’s nothing like straight bar coding.  We can also provide registration services if necessary.  Contrary to popular understanding, the UID number cannot be registered until the product has been inspected and accepted by DCMA explains Mr. Bruce, who has a background in military packaging engineering and who has been with Danby for 15 years.  “We know supply chain logistics and we know IUID – top to bottom.  We want our customers to know they are in expert hands with us.”  

And for those DoD suppliers who have want to more easily track the DoD assets in their control, the Danby Group has developed an integrated method to track UID assets with RFID software.  Per Ragin, “This integration design, unique to us, has generated that needed ROI for our customers eager to show their management that the investment can pay for itself in better asset visibility and control.  Accountants love it.”
